Information to Date:


Both Sylvanus’s enlisted in the revolutionary war in Frederickstown, Putnam Co.�


A Sylvanus Travis is listed as living with his parents Schuerman and Thankful Travis in Lot #10 of the Beekman Patent in 1752.�


Sylvanus is believed to have had a sister named Jemima.


David Travis born 1705, White Plains, Westchester Co., NY.  Married twice.  First wife unknown.  Second wife Elizabeth Fowler.

Jemima 1746 (died 30 Apr 1832) (named children Jemima and Gilbert) (married a Townsend and moved to Ovid then to Townsendville 5 miles from Lodi, Seneca Co.)





David Travis lived in the hamlet of Crompound in Yorktown, Westchester Co.  He was a patentee on the Cortlandt Manor Patent�.  His brother Robert Travis and wife Elizabeth Schuerman, the parents of Schuerman Travis were also living on the same patent.  There is a deed in 1750 that Elizabeth Travis (widow of Robert Travis) turns over 64 acres in Cortlandt Manor (Peekskill) to Schurmant Travis.�





Both Sylvanus married and moved to Townsendville


National archives list Sylvanus as having lived in Carmel and Frederickstown as a boy but given that the records were kept by the military, and both Sylvanus’s served in the war, the reference to Frederickstown should have been recorded next to Sylvanus 1747 not Sylvanus 1755.

Robert and David Travis were brothers and both lived on the Cortland Manor patent.  Both families would have no doubt been quite close with the children growing up together.  The two Sylvanus’s are cousins as was recorded when they enlisted.  This would explain the close relationship between the two men.  Sylvanus L. Travis (1755) sold part of his bounty land to Sylvanus Travis (1747) thus continuing the association.  Schuerman Travis became a patentee on the Beekman patent which was bordering Frederickstown.  Yorktown, where David Travis lived was 20 miles away from Frederickstown.





Sylvanus Travis and his wife Hannah named one of there daughters Thankful.


Cornelius Losey (son of Sylvanus and Rhoda) name a daughter Jemima who is thought to be the sister of Sylvanus.  They were close to each other in birth order so we could speculate as to a close sibling relationship.





This family tree may also offer some explanation as to why descendants of Sylvanus and Rhoda as well as descendants of Titus Travis have oral history which is similar, that the Travis’s came to America from Scotland.














� A Sylvanus Travis gave a bond and mortgage to William Lobdell of Palmyra, Wayne Co. upon sale of a farm in Steuben Co., New York 3 Sept, 1824.


� Cornelius Losey had a daughter named Jemima and named children Jemima and Gilbert.  It has been speculated that Sylvanus’s mothers name was Cornelia Losey.  The Losey family moved from Putnam Co. to Seneca Co. along with the Ganung family and the Travis family.  I think that the Losey family is connected to the Losey family through either the unknown wife of David or the Fowler family.  An item for further research.


� Jessie Green Letters “Both Sylvanus and his cousin Sylvanus enlisted from the same town - Frederickstown, now Carmel.  I took this from the records in the State Library in Sacramento, the old muster rolls of the Revolutionary was, showing that there were several Travis’s enlisting from Dutchess Co.”


� Information obtained from Frank Doherty who is researching the Settlers of the Beekman Patent and producing a series of books entitled the same.  The Beekman Patent was bordered Frederickstown to the north.


� Shown on patent records as still living on the patent in 1790.  He died in 1793.
