Primary Access

This is a software Internet application available at UVA.  Located at http://www.primaryaccess.org this web-based tool allow teachers and students to create digital stories by using teacher preselected images and other materials.  Created for history classes this could also be used to create biographies of famous people.  The purpose is to create a short digital movie without having to own a specific piece of software.  The application will even allow the “Ken Burns” effect where motion is added to still images.

Teachers have to register to and set up an account to create the background that allows students to use the tool.  To register you must log onto the Teacher’s Toolkit page at http://www.PrimaryAccess.org/teacher/ .

Once you create an account, you enter primary access teacher toolkit.  Click on the tab “Make Activities”  Here you will create the activities for your students.  You provide a collection of images that will appear in the Find panel of Primary Access.    You can upload your own pictures, search previously created pictures to see if any of them fit your theme.  You can print the Primary Access Guide from http://www.primaryaccess.org/guide/PrimaryAccessGuide.htm .   It will give you specific details for using this online tool.
