Gorum Singh is a thickly muscled lascar of advancing years with dusky brown skin tones, fiery brown eyes, and a curly black beard. He is a tough and hearty fellow with a fierce inner strength. Gorum Singh’s word is his bond unto death.

Gorum Singh was born in 1678, he was the first of the panj pyares and member of the Khalsa (1699), drank the Water of Life in 1713, and was under the enchantment of the Windtomb from 1713 until 1715. He was, and has remained, one of the driving forces behind the Kingdom of Khalistan and the Indian Empire.

Devastating wounds however can kill him.

Gorum Singh's body armour is a gift from the great mussalman armourer Istiyak Khan of Udaipur. Formed from Jawarhar Dwarfhold mithril, it is of traditional Indian style, being a full-length tunic and trousers padded with deep blue velvet. This is rounded out with a mithril mail coif from the guard armoury of the Fallen Kingdom, etched and engraved Punjabi chahar-aina with matching dastana, and a traditional peacock blue turban.
