 Byrd C. Smith also purchased interests in §29 on 30 December 1833 and §20 on 31 December 1833, in Township 15, Range 16.

Dr. Byrd C. Smith's Will is dated 8 January 1838 was probated 5 February 1838.  He left to his sister, Sarah A. Mason, certain slaves and named "all my living brothers and sisters" as:  James H. Smith, Benjamin J. Smith, Hartwell V. Smith, Angelina Smith, Martha C. Smith, and Sarah A. Mason.  Executors named were brothers, James H. and Hartwell V. Smith, and witnesses were Amos C. Barton, Owen Singleton, and M. L. Gilmore.


Dr. Byrd C. Smith's tombstone in the Smith Family ("Oak Grove") Cemetery in Lowndes County, reads:

On 21 February 1850, Angelina W. Smith executed her Will, which was probated on 8 July 1850.  After specific bequests to her niece, Sarah Angeline Mason, her brother, Benjamin J. Smith, $500 to the American Bible Society, and $500 to the Missionary Society of the Alabama Conference of the Methodist Episcopal Church South, she left the balance of her estate to be divided between brothers, James H. and Hartwell V, and sisters, Martha C. McGehee and Sarah Ann (Mason) Menifee.  She named as executors her brothers, Benjamin J. and Hartwell V. Smith.  Witnesses to the Will were E. H. Pritchett and Jane Dailey.

Martha Clark4 Smith, daughter of Edward Smith and Nancy2 Clark Smith (James1 Clark), born about 1790 in Greensville County, VA: married  Abraham McGehee (born 1 January 1791 in Oglethorpe County, GA; died 25 July 1859 in Pass Christian, MS; buried in Bowling Green Cem. Woodville, MS).  Martha C. Smith was Abraham McGehee's third wife; they were married on 20 November 1839 in Lowndes County, AL.  Abraham McGehee  had married (1) 27 June 1817 Harriet A. Hill and they had 2 children; he married (2) Catherine Penniston of Richmond, VA; they had 3 children and were divorced.  Martha C. McGehee returned to AL after her husband died, and the 1860 census for Lowndes County showed Martha C. McGehee, age 65, living with her brother, Benjamin J. Smith, age 55.


Benjamin J. Smith, who died in 1867, provided for his widowed sister in his Will as follows:


" I leave to my sister, Martha C. McGehee, the room (at her death to be returned to 
J. B. and B. W. Mason) she now occupies with such other comfort in and about the 
house and yard as may be comfortable and agreeable and also a comfortable 
support from Jos. B. and B. W. Mason, should she request or need it."

On 17 March 1867, Martha C. McGehee executed a Deed to her niece, Mary Watkins Smith Owen and her husband, Dr. P. H. Owen, covering any claim against the Estate of her brother, James H. Smith (Mary Watkins Smith Owen's father), pertaining to land in Township 15, Range 16 (part of which is in Montgomery County) including the East ½ of SE ¼ of Sections 27 and 34, the East ½ of SE ¼ of Section 22 (except 11 acres off the N.E. corner), the North ½ of the NW ¼ of Section 26 and 15 acres of the SW ¼ of Section 23, which deed is included herein in the Appendix.

The Will of Martha C. Smith McGehee, probated on 10 October 1870 (See Appendix for transcript) left $500 to the Missionary Society of the Methodist Episcopal Church South and property to her youngest sister, Sarah's children, Joseph B. Mason, Benjamin Watkins Mason, and Martha McGehee Mason.  

Martha C. Smith McGehee's obituary notice in the 30 September 1870 Southern Christian Advocate says:
"Martha C. McGehee, widow of Abraham McGehee, Esq., died at the residence of Joseph B. Mason, Lowndes County, Alabama, 7 July 1870, in her 80th year.  Her maiden name was Smith.  She was a native of Granville [Greensville] County, Virginia.  Her family moved to Alabama in 1833."

Martha C. McGehee is probably buried in the Smith Family Cemetery with her sister, Angelina, and brothers, Byrd C. and Edwin P. Smith, although no tombstone was found for her in 1990.

35. James Henry3 Smith, son of Edward Smith and Nancy2 Clark Smith (James1 Clark), born in 1798 in Greensville County, VA. married (1) on 5 July 1819, Rebecca M. Rives (with consent of John Rives, indicating she was under 18) in Greensville County, VA.
 

The Lowndes County, AL, tract book and Dallas County deed records indicate that James H. Smith was in AL as early as 1820 (Lowndes County was formed out of Dallas and Montgomery counties in 1830).  He purchased land in Section 22 and in Section 27, Township 15, Range 16, Lowndes Co., AL, on 8 October 1820. 

In the Dallas County Deed Book A, page 343, is the following record:


"John Rives of the Town of Hicksford, Greensville County, Virginia, appointed James H. Smith of Montgomery County, AL, his attorney.  1 December 1820.  Witness:  John M. Rives."

No record has been found of the death of wife, Rebecca M. Rives Smith.

His second marriage was on 1 July 1822, also in Greensville County, VA, to Martha Ann Hayley (born 19 August 1806 in N.C.; died 23 February 1854), daughter of Elizabeth Epps and James Haley III.  In their Bible, published in 1828, the first notation is:


"James H. Smith and Martha Ann, his wife, was married July 3rd 1822."

James H. Smith continued buying land in Lowndes County in Sections 23, 26, 27, 28, 33 & 34, Township 15, Range 16, and Section 4, Township 14, Range 16.

He acted as agent for his mother, Nancy Smith, in buying land in both Section 27 and Section 21,  Lowndes County and Montgomery County, AL. Additional tracts were secured in Nancy Smith's name on 14 June 1831 and 13 February 1832 in Section 21, T15, R16.

After Martha Ann Haley and James H. Smith's oldest daughter, Elizabeth, and her husband, Francis Abner McGehee, died, James H. Smith was appointed guardian of their son, William Edward McGehee, which was reported in the Montgomery Mail.

Martha Ann Haley Smith died on 23 February 1854, and was buried in the Smith Family Cemetery .  Her tombstone reads:

Smith, if they survived him; if not, to their children.  (See Appendix for a copy).

Benjamin J. Smith's tombstone in the Smith Cemetery (at "Oak Grove") on the Mason Road, Hope Hull, Lowndes County, AL, reads:

Hartwell V. Smith executed a Will on 18 May 1872, witnessed by Shemie Gresham and Stephen A. Pilley, naming his wife, Caroline E., daughters, Eugenia H. Douglas and Adelia Gunter and sons, Henry Lane and Edwin P. Smith.  

Then on 30 July 1873, he executed a Codicil, witnessed by E. A. Smith and S. H. Smith, naming son Edwin P. and friend, I. H. Hall, as co-executors. 

A second Codicil was executed on 30 April 1875, witnessed by H. H. Whetstone and F. L. Lamkin, revoking “that part of my Will which gives my daughter, Eugenia H. Douglas an equal interest with the rest of the Heirs to share and share alike…”  

Then on 12 May 1875 a third Codicil, witnessed by H. H. Whetstone and F. L. Lamkin, naming as his heirs his wife, Caroline E., and son, Edwin P. Smith.  Hartwell V. died on 21 October 1878 and his Will and Codicils were probated on 12 December 1878.

39.  Sarah (Sally) Ann3 Smith, the youngest daughter of Edward Smith and Nancy2 Clark Smith (James1 Clark), was born before 30 December 1807 since she was mentioned in her father's (Edward's) Will executed on that day.  She married Joseph C. Mason on 23 April 1835 as his second wife.  The Lowndes County Chronicle carried a notice on 15 December 1841 of the death of Joseph C. Mason reading:


"Died at his residence near Graves' Landing, Mr. Joseph C. Mason, aged 45; native of Halifax County, North Carolina, who came south as a youth, lived a number of years in Georgia, and came to Alabama in 1819; he married Sarah A. Smith, daughter of Bird Smith."

The newspaper notice is in error as to Sarah's father since Edward A. Smith's Will probated in Greensville County, VA, names Sally as his youngest child.  Nancy Smith, whose Will was probated in Greensville County, VA, in 1832 (and filed in Lowndes County, AL) also names Sarah A. as her daughter.

Joseph C. Mason's 25 November 1841 Will was probated 7 December 1841 with the following property disposition:


"To wife Sarah A.... property I have received from the estate of Byrd C. Smith, deceased;... property to be divided between my wife and Martha Ann Mason, William T. Mason, Lard G. Mason, Joseph B. Mason, Benjamin W. Mason, Sarah Angeline Mason, my children."

Witnesses were J. J. Mickle, John McQueen, and James J. McQueen.

Joseph C. Mason's children he mentions are not all children of Sarah A. Smith Mason but evidently the first three listed belonged to a first wife who had died.  He had married Louisa Graves on 4 May 1825
 and was probably a widower with three children when he married Sarah Ann Smith in 1835.  Only the youngest three named children, Joseph B., Benjamin W., and Sarah Angeline Mason, are Sarah's children because Sarah's brother, Benjamin Smith (who had no children of his own), in his Will probated in 1867, named his two nephews, Joseph B. Mason and Benjamin W. Mason, executors and as beneficiaries along with Sarah Angeline Boyd, his niece.  Benjamin's Codicil to his Will also left $1,000 to his sister, Sarah Ann Menifee.

After the death of her husband, Joseph C. Mason, Sarah Ann married (2) on 17 June 1847 William Menifee  in a ceremony performed by E. W. Story.

Children of Joseph C. Mason and Sarah Ann Smith Mason:
