Hina Malsari, or girls day. [In Japan amd some parts
of Okinawa it is celebrated on March 3. For those
who use the lunar calander it falls on April the
Forth,

Young girls, with their mothers help, werk for
weeks and moenths making their dolls,

Girls Day is primarily chserved with an elaborate
doll display representing the imperial court arranged
on tiers with an effigy of the emperor and empress
topping the collection. The display inclades coor
tiers and musicians armnged accerding te ronk.

Miniature dizhes, flowera, musical instraments and
court furnishings are alse included in the arrange-
ment,  The doll display is usually placed in the
Tokonoma area, an aleeve used to place flower arran-
gements and serolls. [t is considered the most im-
portant place in a Japanese room and is devoted to
art and inspirational objects as well as fauily heir-
looms.,

The original Nell Day grew ount of ancient su-
perstition.  Dolls were made to resemble human
beings and were supposed to absorhk homan mis-
fortunes and were cast into the sea each year to
drown the owner's past troubles,

O Okinawa, Girls Day is uasnally enjoved as a day
of rest by the [emale members of the family, or
to enjoy as an ouling or a picnic with the serving
of snch delicacies as tempura,

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HISTORICALLY SPEAKING

In a previons article, | pointed out that the first
written mention of Okinawa oceurred inm A02 AD.
To discover when and how prehistoric life in the
Ryukyn Islands hegan, we must tum te the archeo-
logists who probe snd excavate ancient mins and
deserted areas, continwously searching for the
answer to man®s first appearance on Earth, In their
quest for this knowledge, they naturally make dis-
coveries and solve riddles pertinent to the locale
in which they are searching.

And so it follows that bits and pieces of materials
found on prehistoric sites on Okinawa and suorronnd-
ing islands allows us a glimpse of ancient man in
the archepelago. Most of the articles unearthed are
inorganic; however, bones of some animals have been
discoversd. Human skeletal remains are rare and in-
complete. That the people were primitively artistic
is evidenced by simple designs and decoration on
some fragments of ancient potiery.

It appears that the Ryukyus were settled by
several migrant peoples rather than these from one
particular area. Even the island of Okinawa shows
traces of habitation peculiar to several distinctly
different parts of the Far East. An example of this
is the way women carry burdens. In some villages
on northern Okinawa, objects are supported by means
of a strap or wide band that passes across the
forehead, over the shoulders, and supports weights
carried on the back. This indicates some ancestoral
association  with the Tayal people of northem
Taiwan. Conversely, it is noted that in soothem
Okinawa the chief method of carrying pareels is
balancing them skillfully on the head, much the
same as Korean women. Indicating even more
distant ties, geographically, is the off-center wpknot
hairdo wom by some older women in remote areas,
This fashion relates to the Malays on Mindanao in
the Philippines, the Yami of Botel Tobago, an
igland about two hundred miles scuth of Yaeyama,
and on other islands that were stepping stones to
(kinawa.

It is ounly namral that with the inhabitants of the
Ryukyus representating many areas, the calture
must also be indicative of those areas. The pre-
historic culture of Yaevama was closely related to
that of ndonesia and Melanesia. This is evidenced
by the find of certain fomms of agriculmre and
fisheries, and in the hoat construction of the Yaeyama
Inhabitants.  Later strata comtain traces of Ming
pottery, indicating the presence of Chinese residents.
We know that in historic times, China did send
expeditions  to these islands seeking the =secst
of immortality, and the formula by which base metals
could be tamed into geld. Prior to these expeditions,
but later than the period of the Ming pottery previously
mentioned, Japanese culture penetrated the arche-
